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As the architecture evolved, the architects started to question the physical extents of the DIRECTIVE 87. They began reshaping urban forms at the fringes of the city , creating uban mazes. These
mazes assisted the people escaping THE BOARD as they began trafficing music devices in and out of the city. THE BOARD attempted to retalliate by introducing new DIRECTIVES. It was too late.
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Very soon, the city was not just a city but a revitallised musical city. It had become an organsim manifesting with its own accord. The three architects were no longer in sole control. THE

BOARD had no control. With every introduction of a new DIRECTIVE to overthrow the relatiation came a nother architectural prpposal. THE BOARD were fighting a losing battle. 014
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11 years later. The architecture of the last 11 years have become just reminents of another past and of another imprint in time. THE BOARD are no longer in power. Like many before
them, they failed to excercise control over the city. They failed to see that Architecture was more than just buildings within a city. It is the city.
